1) Vocabulary 

Learn all the vocab from Year 11. Learn these from German to English; and English 

to German. We will test you on some of them in year 12 

 
2) Grammar 

Learn the “fab 4” verbs these are essential for success as they are so widely used 

 
3) Confidence 

Watch a film. it is difficult to learn how to be confident! However you will feel more 

confident if you make the most of any opportunities to listen to German and speak 

German during the holidays. 

Maybe you are lucky enough to be spending some time in a German speaking 

country, where your listening and speaking skills can be practiced;
